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On Wednesdays during the school year from 7-8PM, kids in K-5th are invited to a fun and exciting Bible-based program with skits, Bible stories, fun songs, games, and more! (Parents do not have to be on-site during Wednesday night services for kids; kids must be checked in). 
Club 45; Preteen Ministry
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We have a special ministry JUST for 4th/5th graders. This ministry meets on Sunday mornings periodically, and Wednesday nights during the school year, and has monthly special events. Club 45 aims to reach preteens with lessons, games, and activities to help them grow in their faith.

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We are here to partner with parents, and look forward to serving you through our Nursery Ministry. Our nursery welcomes babies age 6 weeks – 3 years. 
Our nurseries are staffed with trained, caring workers. We understand the importance of helping little ones feel comfortable, so we have consistent nursery leaders who will care for your baby regularly. Our nursery leaders are CPR certified, and have undergone training and background checks. We teach babies age appropriate, fun Bible lessons.
For parents who wish to keep their children with them, we have a Nursing Room near the sanctuary where parents can sit with their children and still see and hear the service. 
We take your children’s safety seriously, and we have safety policies in place to help protect the children in our children’s ministry.
Check-in Procedures 
· All children 5th grade and under must be checked in by a parent or designated adult for all ministry functions.

· Upon check-in, a claim card (a sticker with your child’s name on it) will be given to the adult. This claim card must be presented to the leader or security leader in order pick up children after the service 

· Children are in the care and supervision of their parents at all times when they are not checked-in, before or after services. 

· Check-in opens 15 minutes before a service starts and the check-in desk closes 15 minutes after the service has started. 
FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS about Safety Policies

Why do I need a Claim Card? Each parent/guardian is given a sticker that matches their child’s, which the parent will turn in (to the security person) in order to pick up the child after the service, to ensure that all the children leave with the correct guardian. 
What if we arrive late? If you arrive late, check your kids in using the iPad Self Check-in Station or alert a children’s ministry leader to check in your child, and let the child’s teachers know you have arrived. 
What if I drop my kids off, but another adult needs to pick them up? You should give the other adult the claim card, and let the security guard or group leader know ahead of time that someone else will be picking up your children. (Siblings cannot pick up kids unless approved, or considered the child’s guardian during that time, and have the parents’ permission and the claim card). 
What if I forget/lose my claim card?  You must see the Children’s Pastor and present ID.
How will you contact parents if there is an emergency? When you fill out a Registration Form, we will enter your information into our secure computer check-in system. If there is an emergency, or we need to get ahold of a parent for any reason, you will receive an SMS text message on your cell phone (please leave it on vibrate, so it doesn’t disrupt the service), which will alert you, asking you to report to your child’s classroom.
What else does the church do to help protect my children? Our church takes your children’s safety very seriously. To help protect children, we have trained security guards present, and all volunteers are screened and background checked.
